House Reports Walsingham

‘Walsingham.

On the whole, I am satisfied with the performance of Walsing-
ham in the past year. We have assuredly had a hard battle, but,
although ultimately beaten by Charterhouse, we gained a meri-
torious sccond place. In the Easter and Christmas terms we gained
85 points.

Three games were played in the House Football Cup. We
routed Glastonbury in our first match scoring g goals to their 4.
In the game against Charterhouse, after a gallant fight, we lost,
7-0. We played Canterbury.in the finals, and after a thrilling,
hard-fought game, we beat them, 1-0. Our position in football
was second. | | :

In the Summer term, the first outstanding event was the
Inter-Housc Sports. In this we were let down by a certain member
of Upper V, who gained only 2 points in the Heats, and should have
shown better spirit. In the Junior finals, O'Sullivan came third
in the 440 yds. and Totman third in the 880 yds. The latter was the
only Walsingham member of the twenty who entered for this race.
In the Senior finals, Benito came third in the 100 yds. and 220 yds.
He also won the Long Jump and the High Jump, a performance
most pleasing to both House and Captain. The Relay Race was
won by Walsingham. Glastonbury was in the running, but at the
last lap, mishandled the baton, and Walsingham took the lead
and won casily.

In the Inter-House cricket-matches, Walsingham played
Glastonbury, and the fielding was indeed, praiseworthy. First
Innings, Walsingham 46, Glastonbury 48. Second Innings,
Walsingham 4o for 3 (dec.), Glastonbury 35. In the second match,
against Charterhouse, we were disastrously defeated, '

Walsingham won the Tennis Cup casily in the doubles. The
display in each match by the Walsingham competitors was very
commendable.

In the Summer Terminal Exam, Walsingham pulled up wonder-
fully, the class-work of Walsingham for the year has been extremely
good, and made up for certain deficiencies in sport. Our final
position for the year is second, Charterhouse gaining 1022 points
to our ror7. 'We have fought a hard fight and lost, but we hope
to occupy our proper position of Cock-House next year.
