EDITORIAL EDITORIAL

After nearly three-quarters of a century the Brothers have left
the College. No one who was privileged to attend the College
during this period can be completely objective about the unique
contribution the Brothers have made to Catholic secondary edu-
cation.

THE COLLEGE, 1897 - 1970 : A COLLECTANEA

In 1895, when' Brother Gabriel came to England from
Belgium as Provincial of the Xaverian Brothers, there were
few day-schools for Catholics beyond the elementary schools.
In fact the State did not concern itself with education until

after the turn of the century. Clapham at that time was, in
the words of Brother Dunstan ... -

“.a residential area, with open spaces and fields interspersed v."ith
large estates and private mansions. One of the most handsome
of these buildings was Nightingale Hall, now the present college,

whose classical fagade is familiar to all who regularly use Night-
ingale Lane.”
