CLAPHAM.

Just recently we have bad the pleasure
of a visit from his lordship, the Bishop
of Bruges, who has been spending some
days in England. His lordship cele-
brated mass on the feast of SS. Peter
and Paul in the College Chapel.

Fifteen boys made their First Holy
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Communion on the feast of St. Aloysius,
June 21st. The ceremony was quiet
and the renewal of Baptismal Vows
took place at 10.30, when there was a
large attendance. Our first Annual
Sports took place on June 20th and 21st
at the Garden Party held at Springfield,
Atkins Rd., Balham, in aid of the
Balham Mission. As this was the first
occasion that the College had held
Sports, some were chary of entering
for them, though the number cf entries
was large. So successful and enjoyable
was the result and so pleased and sur-
prised were the winners with their
prizes, that there will probably be very
few slackers next year. The events
being of the usual kind and no records
being broken, there is no need to dwell
further upon this topic than to say
that the sports-field was thronged with
an appreciative gathering which includ-
ed manyof the parents. This season
is the last, we hope, during which we
shall have to suffer from the want of a
private ground. At the end of March
we had to give up our field at Furze-
down Park for building purposes and
at the beginning of the cricket season
were left stranded. Negotiations had
been in progress since February for
the purchase of a piece of land at
Norbury but it was not until the latter
part of May that we came into posses-
sion. This was too late for making
pitches and so we have not been able
to play matches with outside teams on
our ground. In its present state the
ground is well fitted for football, being
perfectly level and by next spring will
be admirably adapted for cricket. It
comprises more than seven acres and is
situated between Norbury and Thornton
Heath Stations facing the L.B. and
S. C.R.

A most enjoyable day was spent at
Mayfield on Ascension Day, when the
match between the Schools resulted in
a win for Mayfield by three runs, the
scores being fifty-two and forty-nine.
However we had our revenge (in a
Christian spirit, of course), when we
welcomed Mayfield here on June 27th,
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Building is once more the order of
the day. Transmogrifications are
actually going on in three localities of
the College buildings. The old play-
room is no more! In its stead there is
to be a much larger construction sub-
divided into three sections. Above this
is the ‘“Salle de Féte,” a permanent
theatre for the Distribution of Prizes
and the year’s theatricals. Those only
who have had the getting up of pieces
under the old régime can appreciate to
the full what a boon this will prove.
The room will be about twenty-five
yards long by twenty broad, and the
seats will be arranged in tiers. Four
commodious class-rooms in the Rue
Neuve promise to be finished for the
Summer term. In the neighbourhood
of the linen-room the work of demoli-
tion is proceeding rapidly and, owing
to the acquisition of two houses in
Rue Neuve, extensive alterations are
being planned. In short, another house
or two and we shall have a *‘ quad.”

The new playing-fields have been
levelled and made ready for seed, and
before this appears in print they will
have been sown. The prolonged frost
has prevented this being done earlier.
It is to be feared, therefore, we shall not
be able to make much use of them this
cricket season.

Re football, the first team is eagerly
awaiting the expected matches with
the Cambridge Reading Party and with
Mr. Jackson’s team from Clapham.
Given ordinary chances, we should not
make a bad show.

The Oxford Classes are hard at work
for July, but the Senior Section has
dwindled from twelve to five. W,
Harrison and T. Peverell are taking the
London Matriculation in June. The
result is risky, as they are taking Latin,
French and German.
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The Annual Distribution of Prizes
took place on Thursday, December 20th,
1906. Though there had been five
distributions previously, this was the
first occasion on which parents had
been invited to see their children
receive their prizes and to hear them
sing. It was intended to hold the
distribution at the Balham Assembly
Rooms but the Hall was not available
on the required day ; proceedings were
therefore conducted in the usual place,
namely, the Lower Class Rooms. From
the large number of visitors it was
evident that parents had been debarred
from previous functions through no
fault of theirs. The concert preceding
the giving of the prizes was, as may be
expected, the best ever given at the
College. An orchestra was engaged,
which supplemented our own efforts and
also contributed selections from its
repertory. The visitors were frankly
surprised and delighted at the singing,
and confessed that they had not antici-
pated such perfection. The piéce de
resistance was Mozart’s “ Splendente
Te, Deus,” familiar to those of our
readers who were at Mayfield in the
early nineties. In addition to this the
choirsang Hatton’s “Pearl Divers,” Mey-
erbeer’s ‘“‘List the Trumpet's thrilling
sound,” Adam’s ‘““Comrades in Arms,’’
and a ‘‘Plantation Sketch” by an author
whose identity is thinly veiled under the
name Xaverian. T. Ritchie was warmly
applauded for his rendering of “La
Serenade,’’ by Von Anhe Carse, and for
his playing of Tolhurst’s ¢ Reverie,” a
duet in which he was joined by his
violin professor, Mr. Frank Richards.
C. Martin played “Reverie,” a pretty
piece by Mr. Richards. Mr. H. Heyde-
mann contributed a piano solo, and his
pupil, N. Pereira, showed tc advantage
in Nevin’s ** Narcissus.”

In the distribution which followed
the Special prizes were awarded as
follows: The Bishop’s Prize for Re-
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ligious Knowledge to F. Brooks, Fr.
Warwick’s for the same to K. Byrne ;
Matriculation Prize to A. McAllan; Dr.
Gorham'’s Prize for Mathemathics to A.
McAllan, who likewise carried off Mr.
Meade's Prize for Drawing. Mr., Kirk-
ham's Prize for Good Conduct was
secured by E. Reis among the Boarders,
the Day Boys' Prize going to K. Byrne.
Dr. Dupigny’s Prize for General Profici-
ency in School Work and Excellence in
Sports was awarded to F. Brooks, and Mr.
Richard’s Violin Prize to T. Ritchie.
The prize-givers, except his Lordship the
Bishop, were present, and presented their
own prizes.

After the annual General Meéeting of
the Xaverian Association, the members
were invited to tea as usual, and a con-
cert was provided which was much
appreciated. On Shrove Tuesday there
was the usual miscellaneous entertain-
ment,

We were much pleased to meet so
many Old Boys from Clapham at the
Annual Dinner, and hope that the num-
ber will increase at future gatherings of
the sort. Of this we have no doubt,
since we have such energetic newly
elected members on the Committee as
H. 1. Devitt and W. P. Fitzgerald, to-
gether with Cecil Warre, our old estab-
lished representative.

It is perhaps somewhat latein the day
to mention our new College cap, which
is now a rather familiar sight in these
suburbs. We do not attempt to describe
it with any degree of nicety; to our
untutored sense the design, orange rings
on a blue ground with the badge XCC
worked in, appears very effective and
much preferable to the former.

Besides providing a sports ground,
everything possible has been done on
our part to make the games as enjoy-
able and successful a feature of school
life as they deserve to be, and it now
rests with the day-boys to join in larger
numbers. The result of the appeal
made in our last issue for better co-op-
eration on their part shows that up to
the present we have been crying in the
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wilderness and wasting our sweetness
on the desert air. But to proceed. The
ground at Norbury needs no improve-
ment for football, but for cricket a
pitch has been made, and we are now
looking forward to a season when we
shall be able, for the first time, to invite
other teams to play on our own ground.
The structure, which was originally
erected as a shelter against rain, has been
so far improved that it may now be
dignified with the name of pavilion.

Of your Charity Pray for the Repose of the Soul of
PHILIP WINTER TRUMP,
Who died on October 10th, 1908, at Bardadoes, British West Indies,

In the 23rd year of his age.

The pages of “The Xaverian,” which was always so warmly
welcomed by him, should surely contain a brief tribute to dear old
Winter Trump.  He spent some four years at Mayfield ('98-'02) and it
was the writer’s privilege to be his teacher.  Trump was a real, live
schoolboy, equally devoid of cant and guile.  He was not a brilliant
scholar, but made solid progress and kept a good place amongst his
fellows through his dogged industry.  Very keen on sports, he excelled
as a fine footballer and an expert cricketer.  Of a bright and sunny
disposition, he was respected and liked by Brothers and boys. His
temper was quick, and he was not exactly an utter stranger to the
noble art of fisticuffs, but his wrath came and went with equal rapidity
and he was prompt to make friends with his adversary.  After leaving
Mayfield, we received occasional letters and visits from him. Last
November, he secured a lucrative post in Barbadoes, and, before sailing,
came to bid us all “Good-bye!” TFrom his subsequent letters, we
learnt with pleasure that he was well and happy, but, early In
October, he was stricken down by Yellow Fever, and, after a brief
illness, passed away, fortified with the Rites of the Church.  Letters
since received tell us that he was quite resigned to God’s Will and
passed away peacefully, like a child going to sleep. His fellow-
clerks of the Bank carried the coffin to the grave, and 3o carriages
followed. These facts bear cloquent testimony to the respect and
affection in which he was held by his neighbours to whom he had
been known but for eight short months, and, perhaps, “the brief
and simple annals” of gentle, kindly Philip Winter Trump remind
us that we may look for inspiration and encouragement and example
to others than those whose position renders them great in the eyes of

their fellow-men.
