Annual General Meeting held at Clapham College on Sunday, March 12th, 1911.

Rev. Brother Cyril in the.Chair, assisted by the following members of the Committee ; —
Rev. Brother Wilfrid and Messrs. Cartwright, Coggins, Cumming, Davis, C. Quick, H. Quick, and P. Spaul.

. The Rev. Chairman opened the meeting

by requesting the Hon. Secretary to read
the notice calling the meeting. This was
done by Mr. Spaul.

Letters expressing regret at being unable
to attend were read from Rev. Fr. Flet-
cher, Mr. T. Heyburn, and Mr. S.
Newton, the last of whom made two
suggestions which were discussed later.

Attention was drawn to the very satis-
factory report, and the Rev. Chairman
expressed regret that more members were
not present. He stated that the Annual
Dinner had been fixed for April 29th, but

that unfortunately neither Archbishop
Bourne nor Bishop Amigo nor Bishop
Casattelli were able to be present on
account of previous engagements.

Comment on the report was then
invited.

Mr. F. Quick drew attention to the fact
that none of the Officers of the Associa-
tion were designated * Honorary,” but
that their salaries were not mentioned in
the statement of accounts. ('Laughter.)

Mr. H. Quick in reply stated that none
of the Committee were remunerated for

Meeting, held at Clapham College on the
afternoon of Sunday, March 12th, was
a function at once interesting and useful.
As may be seen from the account of it,
given elsewhere in this issue, there was
much active discussion, a circumstance
well calculated to help in maintaining the
Association in a sound state of being,
from various points of view.

Would that every
Old Xaverian were fired with the enthusi-
asm that, as far as he is personally
concerned, the Dinner—or rather the
attendance at it—will be worthy of the
Association! We have been having 70
and 8o or thereabouts at these Dinners.
Let us have, at the very least, 100 at the
forthcoming one. All are invited, the
youthful member, who has just left school,
as cordially as he who has been away
from College for years.

At the Meeting we were very glad to
welcome on the Committee, Ferdinand
Molina and Pat Nolan who were unani-
mously elected the first representatives of
the new College at Brighton. Ve hope
and trust they will be indefatigably viligant -
in having all Old * Brightonians” on the
roll-call of membership.

With very much pleasure do we give
news in this issue of the Northern Section
of the Association. Mr. Frank Earley,
its Secretary, is doing yeoman work in
developing the membership *“ Up North.”
May we express an ardent hope that the
Northern Section may be represented at
the Southern Dinner on the 29th inst.!
They will be honoured guests. We can
speak the more confidently on this matter,
as we went to the Northern Dinner on
January 18th; despite the fact that we
were particularly busy in our schools,
which had just re-opened.

We asked His Grace the Archbishop
of Westminster to honour us with his
presence at our coming dinner, and His
Grace, in reply, made it most evident that
his not acceding to our request proceeded
from sheer inability to do so this year.

Mr. Rearden asked if particulars of the
deficit on the ‘Dinner Account” could
be given.

Mr. C. Quick replied by reading the
items published in the Midsummer num-
ber of the Xaverian.

Mr. Johnson asked if it were possible to
run the dinner without a loss, and if the
Committee had considered the advisability
of holding it at a different place. In this
latter suggestion he was supported by
Mr. Rearden.

Mr. Spaul stated that former dinners
had been held without loss and

Mr. C. Quick pointed out that the
printing was much heavier on account of
the elaborate menu-card and programme
given to each diner, and stated that Mr.
Johnson’s remarks should receive the
attention of the Committee.

Mr. Woolhouse asked if a smaller
charge were not possible to meet the
requirements of the younger members of
the Association, and also if evening dress
for the same reason should be made
optional

C. Quick did not think that a
lower charge was possible, and

The Rev. Chairman, in- reply to the

second part of the question, said that for
this purpose he had requested some of
the members to attend in morning dress.

Mr. F. Quick asked for- information
about the “orphan of the Association,”
namely the badge, but he was ruled out
_of order.

Mr: Scriven suggested that some of the
members were ‘shy,” and asked if ar-
rangements could not be made to place
those who knew each other at the same
tables, but

Mr. H. Quick thought that this would
not tend to make members known to each
other, and was in favour of mixing the

-older members with the younger ones,

with which suggestion
Mr. Molina also agreed.

The Rev. Chairman then moved the
adoption of the report, which was
seconded by Mr. Davis, and carried unani-
mously. He then called upon members
to elect members to the Committee and
appoint an Auditor. Mr. Spaul retired,
but offered himself for re-election. He
was proposed by Mr. Johnson and se-
conded by Mr. Rearden, who spoke highly
of the services performed by Mr. Spaul
for the Association, and he was elected
unanimously. Mr. Spaul thanked the
members for his election and proposed
Mr. Coggins as member for Mayfield, and
pointed out that he, with Mr. H. Quick,
had made the magazine a financial success.
He was seconded by Mr. H. Quick, who
also spoke very highly of Mr. Coggins on
the advertising department. He was duly
elected.

The Rev. Chairman spoke with regret
of the retirement of Mr. H. Quick, who
found it impossible to contiuue the work
of the Association on account of pressure
of business. He stated that during the
year the members representing Clapham
had retired, and that the Committee had
elected Messrs. McKnight and Clark, and
he asked the confirmation of the members
present of this election, which was given.
Proposed by Mr. Davis, and seconded by
Mr. Cumming. He then drew members’
attention to the paragraph in the report
relating to the proposed members for
Brighton, and said that he had much
pleasure proposing Messrs. Molina and
P. Nolan to fill these positions. He was
seconded by Mr. Winter, and the motion
was carried unanimously, - The two gen-
tlemen thanked the members for their
election. Attention was then drawn to
the election of an Auditor, and Mr. B.
Heyburn was proposed by Mr. F. Quick,
and seconded by a member, and carned
unanimously.

Mr. C. Quick then spoke of the enter-
tainments of the year. The dinner,, he
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said, had been successful socially, if not
financially. The Bohemian concert was
both a financial and a social success, 149
persons being present. The only factor
to be regretted was that, with the excep-
tion of the Committee, there were only
fourteen members present, and two of
these between them accounted for 87 per
cent. of the attendance. Those two mem-
bers were Messrs. Reid and Johnson, The
visits to the Colleges at Mayfield and
Brighton were enjoyed very much by those
who were present at them, and he hoped
that the invitations would be again ex-
tended this year. He then mapped out
the proposed entertainments for this year ;
the annual dinner was already fixed for
April 2gth, and in anticipation of an in-
creased attendance he had engaged a hall
at the Holborn Restaurant to accommo-
~date 150, and he trusted it would be filled
to overflowing. T'he musical arrangements
were in the hands of Brother Cuthbert, so
those attending would be well satisfied
with that part of the evening’s entertain-
ment. The next event he proposed was
another concert, which he trusted would
be as successful as the last. After that
would be the visit to Mayfield, followed
by a visit to Brighton. He was rather
undecided as to how to finish the year,
but he thought that there would be either
a concert or a dance; the Committee
would decide at a later date and inform

members. He earnestly requested mem-

bers to attend all these events, as in so
doing they would be extending the work
of the Association, namely, to promote
social intercourse between old boys of the
various Xaverian Colleges.

Mr. Johnson asked if the Committee
had considered holding smoking concerts.
pointing out that the cost was practically
nil, but

Mr. Stokes spoke of the demoralising
effect upon the younger members, of
holding an officially recognised event in a
public-house, and was strongly opposed
to it.

Mr. Rearden claimed that the' .annual

dinner was the event by which the Asso-
ciation was known to the public, and was
opposed to any motion which tended to
lower the standard of it.

Mr. Woolhouse asked if the dinner
should not be held eatlier in the year, and
in reply

Mr. C. Quick pointed out that they
must in this case have it after the general
meeting. He also pointed out that Lent
always influenced the date,

Mr. Spaul asked if, in consideration of
the satisfactory state of the finances of the
Association, the prizes given to the Col-
leges should not be increased, either by
giving a prize to the Brighton College, or
one for competition among all the Colleges.

The Rev. Chairman was in favour of
the former suggestion, and

Mr. Molina proposed, and Mr. H. Quick
seconded, that the prize should be given to
Brighton College. Carried unanimously.

With regard to the suggestion contained
in Mr. Newton’s letter, that a benevolent
fund should be established, and also a
subscription for life membership, the Rev.
Chairman and Mr. C. Quick spoke of the

It is but meet that we should include in
our ‘“gallery of celebrities” the present
Superior of the Xaverian College; Man-
chester—Brother Bernardine, though we
feel we shall incur his very uncompliment-
ary rémarks when, on opening the Easter
“ Xaverian,” he finds himself thus vic-
timised. We can but plead in extenuation
that it is of no earthly use to ask
permission, and that therefore, editorially,
we have to take ‘ French leave.”

So much by way of introduction.
Brother Bernardine was born at Kensing-
ton, January 12th, 1875,and educated, first,
at St. Mary’s School, Blackheath, at the
time when His Grace, the present Arch-
bishop of Westminster, was associated

in the management of the School, and,
secondly, at the Xaverian College, May-

field, which has given so many worthy

members to the Xaverian Congregation.
This he joined in August, 1891, and,
when the new Xaverian College at
Clapham was opened in September, 1897,
Brother Bernardine was appointed assistant
to Brother Cuthbert; then Prefect of
Studies at,and now Superior of the College.
Here Brother Bernardine remained till
Easter, 1910, when he was appointed
Superior ot the Xaverian College, Man-
chester.

NOTES FROM THE COLLEGES.

BRIGHTON.

—

At Christmas time we gave two concerts
on behalf of the Parochial Charities of our
neighbouring Parishes of St. John’s and
St. Joseph’s. We may be pardoned for
reproducing here in exfenso the flattering
account given, unsolicited, by the Brighton
Herald

A delightful entertainment was given by
the students of the Xaverian College,
Queen’s Park, on Monday and Tuesday.
On the first day the entertainment was in
aid of the poor of St. Joseph’s, and on the
second it was for the help of the parochial
charities of St. John the Baptist’s Church,
Bristol Road. ‘

Many enjoyable part-songs and choruses
were rendered by a choir composed of the
students. Their singing was well balanced

and pure in tone, and every item was
greeted with hearty applause. The so-
pranos rendered several humorous songs,
which were made still more funny by the
fact that the singers kept such solemn
faces. One of these, entitled “Our Model
Policemen,” was sung with great vigour by
a dozen boys, attired in a queer assortment
of uniforms, and wearing enany different
varieties of helmets. These *“models”
were drilled by the tiniest of policemen,
who wore a helmet of such proportions
that its owner closely resembled a mush-
room in caricature. From under the brim
of his helmet would issue at times a tiny
high-pitched voice shouting orders in a
way that evoked roars of laughter.

Masters W. Callaghan and M. Fox sang
Glover's *“ Elfin Call” lightly and clearly,
as it should be sung ; and the pathos of
“Christmas Bells,” a musical monologue,
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was well brought out by Master Cyril
Waxman. Pat Nolan, a young vocalist
with a keen sense of humour, delighted
the audience with a description of the
agonies occasioned by the smoking of his
first cigar. The imitations of the painful
results were alarmingly realistic. In a
musical monologue he scored a great suc-
cess ; while the robust humour of “The
Village Pump” was splendidly conveyed,
the refrain being taken up by a chorus
which, although not seen, was most cer-
tainly heard.

Considerable dramatic skill was dis-
played by two young students, R. Hewitt
and O. Ryan, in the Quarrel Scene from
Julius Cesar. 1In a spirited manner they
reproduced the heated argument of the
two generals, and the remorse following
the climax was admirably pourtrayed.

As a second part, the students gave an
admirable presentation of a smart little
comedy entitled Zke First Day of the
Holidays. 1t dealt chiefly with the mis-
chief wrought by two young schoolboys
who are sent for the holidays to an old
naturalist whose knowledge of boys and
their nature is very slight. The innumer-
able practical jokes played upon the pro-
fessor and upon the villagers were greeted
with loud applause by the audience. The
scenery was a special [eature of the per-
formance, the impossible animals and
insects placed in diagram around the pro-
fessor’s study, reminding oneof a Christmas
nightmare. The parts of the naturalist
and of the village cobbler were borne easily
and naturally by Cedric and Pat Nolan.
The thick-headed constable was well
enactéd by Richard St. George. The
part of the cobbler’s son was well sustained
by Gino Rosset ; and the two mischievous
schoolboys found able exponents in Robert
and Cyril Waxman.

At the conclusion of the entertainment
Monsignor Canon Johnston heartily
thanked the boys and those who had
assisted in producing so admirable an
entertainment,
